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In Israel, in 11™ or 12" grade, a delegation from every school goes out to Poland. On
the journey to Poland (they) visit extermination camps and the Jewish Quarter in
Warsaw, and learn about the history of the Jews in the Second World War. Every
year a debate arises in the schools. The journey costs money, a lot of money. There
are many families that can't afford [to themselves] to pay for the journey. Many
children don't travel just because of the financial problem. There are schools that try
to help these children, but there are also those that don't. Now they are starting a
legal struggle against this discrimination.

"There are classes that — some of the youth that can afford it to themselves — they
will receive these values that everyone needs to receive." (Shiran, 11" grade
student).

"We are speaking [it is spoken] about harm to their right for education. We are
laboring today on writing a petition on the subject." (Adv. Sonny Kalev)
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
