The Reconstruction of the Churva Synagoque

The story of the Churva Synagogue starts in the year 1700 (one thousand seven
hundred) when the students of Rabbi Yehuda the Pious decide to build a synagogue in
the center of the Ashkenazi (Jews of European descent) neighborhood. The synagogue
was destroyed twice: one time by Arabs who burnt it, and a second time in the War of
Independence. Anyone who once visited the Old City certainly remembers the famous
arch of the synagogue. In the past years, many workers have been working on the
precise task of reconstruction of the synagogue. In another few days the
reconstruction is supposed to be concluded and then they will inaugurate the
synagogue and bring in [to there] a new Torah scroll.
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
